Inspection, testing, and maintenance of a standpipe system shall be implemented in accordance with procedures meeting those established in NFPA 25 and in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions. 

The building owner or the owner’s representative shall ensure that the frequency of inspection, testing and maintenance occur at intervals specified in NFPA 25. 

The inspection, testing, and maintenance of a standpipe system shall be performed by personnel who have developed competence through training and experience. At least once in a 5-year period, this shall be performed by a person holding a Certificate of Fitness issued by Portland Fire & Rescue. 

Deficiencies, damaged parts, or impairments found while performing the inspection, test, and maintenance requirements shall be corrected promptly.

Records of all system inspections, tests and maintenance shall be maintained on the premises for a minimum of 6 years, and shall be copied to the Fire Marshal’s office upon request.
