
DESIGN & CONSTRUCTION NOTES
- MINOR ADJUSTMENTS TO LAYOUT TO BE MADE DURING CONSTRUCTION
- Existing - Elements noted with an “x” 
- Construction - All elements built in-house by PP&R staff, planting to be done with staff and volunteers
- Grading - Minor grading necessary to achieve ADA compliant grades along the path
- Erosion Control - No off-site erosion - flat grade, Use straw wattles along path as necessary
- Surfaces - Gravel surfaces composed of 2” compacted 1/4” minus on 3” of 3/4” minus, no fabric or edging
- Paths - Main path 8 feet wide for vehicle access, secondary paths 5 feet wide 
- Irrigation - Existing zones to be adjusted for new planting beds by PP&R Irrigation staff
- Stability - Logs and boulders to be sufficiently embedded within the ground to prevent movement
- Soil - 5” base of soil throughout and berms up to 18” tall, minimum of 3’ clear around the base of trees 
- Edges - Sharp or hazardous edges on boulders, logs, etc. to be ground smooth
- Fence - Round post & dowel fence with black stain to complement historic park aesthetic, mesh lower half 
- Bench - PP&R standard bench: Natural Structures #03-153, embed mount, Alaska Yellow Cedar
