= All messages taken from Map App data = 257; Coded messages = 251
2. lterative Analysis Process

=  Step 1: Process and enter all messages into an Excel Sheet
= Step 2: Identify emergent (vs. a priori) themes within data

=  Step 3: Code each comment according to theme (One mention = 1); N = 655 coded
comments

3. Quantitative Analysis
- Add theme occurrence across all community messages
- Descriptive Statistics (frequency & percent)
o Purpose: represent theme prevalence

o Assumption: Prevalence as a proxy forimportance/relevance
