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82nd Avenue's Needs are Significant
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82nd Avenue Projects Timeline
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Transit on 82nd Avenue

• The highest ridership bus line in the 
region

• Since the pandemic, ridership on this 
route has rebounded more 
quickly than on other routes

• Connects to over 20 other bus lines, 
MAX Blue, Green and Red Lines, and 
key destinations on 82nd Avenue.

• Has the highest passenger travel 
delay of any line on the system
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Existing Transit Conditions

• 82nd Ave is a Metro High Injury Corridor 
and a City of Portland High Crash 
Network Street

‒ Most fatalities along the corridor have 
been pedestrians or cyclists 

• Groups that are more likely to rely on 
transit are located throughout the 
corridor

• Most bus stops lack shelters, seating, 
crosswalks, lighting, and real-time 
information 
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• Improve transit speed, reliability, capacity, 
comfort and access

• Provide improved, reliable transit service 
for communities who depend on transit for 
everyday needs

• Provide safe access to transit within a 
constrained, high-injury corridor

• Increase transit ridership to help address 
climate goals

Transit Project Goals
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82nd Avenue Transit Project

• In April 2024, our Steering Committee approved 
the transit mode (bus rapid transit), general 
station locations, and ~10 mile route terminating 
in the north at either the Cully neighborhood 
(preferred) or Parkrose Transit Center 
(alternate).

• The new FX line would use the same route as 
today’s Line 72 between Clackamas Town Center 
and Sandy Boulevard

• New Line 72 will continue to serve Swan Island, 
terminating at the Parkrose Transit Center
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FX (Frequent Express) Investments

• FX investments would include:

– Improvements to stations, 
pedestrian access and lighting

– Longer buses 

– All door boarding

– Transit signal priority for more 
efficient movement of transit

– Potential transit priority lanes to 
get buses around car traffic

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Existing Bus Stops: A Need For Investment

Stops have minimal amenities

• 64% do not have shelters/weather protection

• 43% do not have seating

• 35% do not have crosswalks

• 17% do not have lighting

Stop-area infrastructure needs improvement

• Poor accessibility

• Narrow, aging or missing sidewalks

• Poor and inconsistent lighting

• Bus stops closer than TriMet spacing standards
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Improving Transit Through Station 
Investments

• Focus investments at key 

station areas to improve 

ease of use, accessibility 

and safety

• Improve transit service 

better travel times and 

overall reliability

▪ Leverage and compliment 

other corridor 

investments (pedestrian 

crossings sidewalks, street 

improvements).

▪ Majority of riders will 

continue to be served at the 

same stop location as today

Line 2 - Division  (2017) FX-2  Division (2022 - After Small Starts Investment) 
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Improving Safety & Access Through 
Station Investments

Station investments bring improvements 

to accessibility, safety and overall 

connectivity:

• Accessible, ADA compliant 

sidewalks and ramps

• Safer pedestrian crossings

• Improved lighting

• Other safety treatments

All stations will be paired with an 

enhanced crossing (existing or new) and 

sidewalk infill (if currently missing)
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Station Locations

• Approximately 35 stations/69 platforms 

(Depending on northern terminus)

• Two Northern Terminus Options

– Cully (Preferred)

– Parkrose (Alternate)

• 1/3 mile average station spacing (1,570 feet)
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Station Access

• Approximately 96% of residents 
within a 10-minute walk/roll of 
an existing stop today are within 
a 10-minute walk of a proposed 
station.

• Majority of riders will continue 
to be served at the same stop 
location as today

• ~85% of riders will board within 
400 feet of where they board 
today (~1.5 min walk or roll).
