Parkrose Pedal Tours

SHORTER RIDE:
A great route for families, this tour of the Parkrose neighborhood highlights the 1-205 multi-use path in
Maywood Park, with access to Gateway Green.

2.9 miles; flat, mostly quiet neighborhood streets, marked crossings on major streets

LONGER RIDE:
This route connects all Parkrose School District schools and adjacent parks. With bike lanes on busier
streets, this loop is for families able to ride together in a straight line alongside traffic.

6 miles; mix of neighborhood streets, greenways and bike lanes, one pedestrian path under freeway

START/END:
Parkrose Middle School (11800 NE Shaver St)
