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RE: New walkway bringing parking and circulation changes on SE Steele

Dear Portland Neighbor,  

The Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT) will construct a pedestrian walkway, also known as a protected shoulder, as part of a Safe Routes to School project for Oliver P. Lent Elementary School.  The project is in the early design phase with construction expected in spring 2025. 

The project primarily consists of the following elements:

· Pedestrian Walkway: Asphalt walking path on the north side of SE Steele Ave from SE 92nd Ave to 9301 SE Steele Ave with a 16-inch concrete traffic separator
· Sidewalk: Concrete sidewalk in front of 9301 SE Steele Ave
· Trees: Three new tree planter wells in front of 5320 SE 92nd Ave, 9217 SE Steele Ave, and 9301 SE Steele Ave
· Parking Changes: Parallel parking signage in the cul-de-sac 

These changes are designed to improve safety for people walking on SE Steele Ave. If you live, work, or own property along this street, I encourage you to review the circulation changes shown in the attached diagrams. If you have any questions, my contact information is below.
