Construction of new pipes in the right-of-way will occur in phases to enhance coordination, improve efficiency, and
reduce construction impacts. As project construction activity increases, commuters and residents can expect more

traffic from passenger vehicles and trucks. A comprehensive traffic control plan is in place to protect the safety of

community members, the traveling public, and work crews. We appreciate the community’s patience and remind all

drivers to use extra caution in construction zones as we work to complete this important project.

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Bull Run Filtration will produce cleaner, safer water to protect public health and comply with
federal and state drinking water regulations. We're currently building the new water filtration
facility and pipelines so we that can begin filtering Bull Run water in September 2027.

When will construction finish?

We're working to have the new pipelines
installed by September 2027. Pipeline work
happens in segments and is being
sequenced to meet permitting
commitments and limit disruption to the
community where possible.

Where are the pipelines being built?

Most of the new pipeline is being installed
in the public right-of-way. Some pipeline
segments are in Water Bureau easements
on private property.

How is traffic being managed during
construction?

Keeping the community and workers safe
during construction is a priority. We use
signage and traffic controls when work
requires a temporary lane or road closure.
We're also providing notice using a range of
tools so that road users can plan for delays.

Will property owners have access to their
homes during construction?

We'll maintain access for emergency traffic
and local residents throughout
construction. Our contractors are also
coordinating access for school buses and
local services such as mail delivery and
garbage pickup.
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Will roads be repaired before or after construction?

We've upgraded road surfaces to Multnomah County
standards for segments of local roads being used as
construction haul or detour routes. We'll also restore land
along the pipe routes following construction.

How will the community be kept informed?

We're keeping neighbors up to date through open houses
and events, mailings, website updates, door hangers, and
more. This includes updates through the project
e-newsletter as well as text notifications about planned
traffic impacts. We're also holding regular information
sessions and coffee with the contractor events.

What does typical pipeline construction look like?

Most of the new pipeline is being installed using open cut trenching. Crews complete this work in segments,
starting with excavation, then pipelaying and backfilling.

What types of things are expected during typical pipeline construction?

Traffic control plans include safety
measures for the traveling public and
access for emergency vehicles.

Road surfaces and property along
the pipe routes will be restored.

New pipes are roughly 42-72 inches
in diameter and installed generally
with 5-12 feet of cover. Excavated soil
is being used as backfill or removed.

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Pipeline Tunnel Shaft Excavation

New water pipelines will tie into the Water Bureau'’s existing system at Lusted Road near the
county line, and then tunnel uphill to the filtration facility site. These pipelines will bring
unfiltered water from the Bull Run Watershed to the filtration facility for treatment.
